A list of those eligible is attached.
Please include with your nomination a very specific statement of your candidate's qualifications for this award.  It may help you to know that we plan to examine certain definite categories of excellence, though not necessarily weighing them equally.  The most important, of course, will be teaching:  methods and techniques; knowledge of the subject and professional field; and related activity, including research and course development.  Closely related also are services to students such as supervising independent study and formal advising concerned with programs or careers.  Finally, there are many informal teaching and advising activities which may contribute to distinction:  e.g., intellectual influence outside the classroom, or professional activities which serve as a model.  You may, in addition, identify other criteria.
In order to give all candidates thoughtful consideration in the time remaining before commencement, we must adhere to a 5 p.m., Friday, March 31, deadline for all nominations, which should be signed and submitted to the Office of Academic Affairs, 201 DePerno.
