Proficiencies.

2. The manipulation and interpretation of data. How to use spread-sheet software, charting or graph-making programs, statistical software packages, and/or database programs to extract information and draw conclusions from data.

3. The critical navigation of information spaces. How to use operating systems to store and retrieve data, and how to find information on scholarly research databases and on the Internet.  

4. The communication of information. How to use e-mail, including attachments, to communicate information to others.  Proficiency may include blogging, instant messaging, and posting to discussion boards.
