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Students are placed, or exempted, from a foreign language based on high school transcripts.  This information is available on Banner, under Student Information, Degree Evaluation.

· 3 years of a language with an A average exempts them from 101 and 102

· 4 or more years with a B average does the same.

Students with 2 or more years are placed in 102, unless the 2 years were quite a while ago or the 2 year grades were very low.  [Students who are placed in 102 but are struggling in the early part of the semester may ask to move to a 101 section, but it’s always better to start them too high as opposed to too low].

Students with no language classes or only one year are given the code FLP 1, which means place in ANY language 101 and 102 [ of the same language].

Students with an FLP 0—Placement Undecided—need to see Linda Zee or Marie-Noëlle Little for placement. THESE STUDENTS NEED TO SUBMIT A COMPLETE TRANSCRIPT.

Students are placed in the FLP 0 category when one of the following is true:

· we’re not sure what languages they’ve taken

· if they’re  native speakers of a language

· their senior grades are missing and we don’t know what their 3 or 4 year average is. 

Transfer students are evaluated on a case by case basis.  Transfer students need to submit a transcript.

Native speakers are exempted as long as they’ve had schooling in that language [i.e. they’re literate].  No code was originally established for them, so placements done prior to March 2008 show up as an exemption for 101 and 102 in Latin.   Codes for native speakers and bilingual speakers have since been created. If they haven’t been exempted, they need to see one of us.
