DESCRIPTION OF HUMAN RIGHTS PROGRAM:

Year of Founding: 2003

Narrative:

In September 2003 the Centre initiated a Masters course in Human Rights at Göteborg University. The aim of the one-year Masters course is to give a foundation for students, who are interested in human rights as a field of work, or who wants to pursue a PhD in the field. 

The course consists of seven sections: Basic perspectives on Human Rights; Philosophical and Political Forms for Human Rights Thinking; Human Rights from a Legal Perspective; Challenges to Human Rights I: Relativism; Challenges to Human Rights II: Globalisation/ Transnationalism; Working with Human Rights; and a Masters Thesis. 

So far the course is taught in Swedish but discussions are going on to change it in to English.

In 2007 the course will might develop into a 2 year master program.
