Human rights education in the centre has mainly featured in the teacher education of secular ethics which is a substitution subject for religious education in primary and secondary schools for the children that do not belong to any religious communities. Human rights constitute a remarkable part of the contents of this subject. It is, however, a rare subject in Finnish schools as it is studies only by about 3 % of the pupils in the primary and secondary schools of Finland (although almost 15 % of the population does not belong to any religious communities).
Lately the centre has begun a small research project concerning human rights education but the project is at a very early stage. Because of the orientation of the centre the main interests lay in the relations between religion and human rights and the questions of human rights education in schools.
