It is our pleasure to submit to your kind attention the most recent issue of the Romanian Journal of International Law, a project of the Association for International Law and International Relations (ADIRI) – International Law Section, edited by C.H. Beck Romania Publishing House. 

The Romanian Journal of International Law (RJIL) is a biannual, bilingual publication – Romanian and a widely used foreign language (especially English/French) – containing articles written by Romanian as well as by foreign experts and practitioners. The subject matter of the Journal is so chosen as to cover the most interesting fields of contemporary international law, as well as to present the current international legal demarches of Romania’s foreign policy.

The aim of the RJIL is to promote its own vision and, thus, to bring a relevant contribution of the Romanian school of international law to the general debate concerning the progressive development of contemporary international law, starting from the premise that the virtues of this branch of law are efficient instruments to successfully solve the most complex international issues.
